Abstract: The article highlights the problems and prospects of industrial policy of ship repair industry in the Western
Arctic. Arctic shipping is oriented at solving important state and strategic tasks —export of raw materials and products,
ensuring the construction of Arctic investment and infrastructure projects, as well as fishing in the northern seas. State
industrial policy should be aimed at increasing competitiveness, developing technologies that reduce costs and increase
productivity and quality, as well as supporting initiatives and creating conditions for the reconstruction of existing ship
repair facilities and the creation of new capacities. There is currently a significant demand on the market for repairs of
vessels operating in the Arctic. Development of ship repair facilities and availability of competitive contractors and fac-
tories in the ports of the Western Arctic are important tasks for the shipping in the Northern Sea Route and Western
Arctic. The growing demand of shipowners for repairs is not being met by domestic enterprises. Providing these ser-
vices abroad is limited either by sanctions or financial and logistical costs. Ship repair plants in the Murmansk and Ar-
khangelsk regions have historically performed an important task of maintaining ships in acceptable technical condition,
and perform important social function for the region, as they create jobs. They were not prepared for this increased
demand and are experiencing a shortage of ship-lifting and production facilities. In this regard, the role of the state in
maintaining and developing the ship repair sector is particularly important. Federal and regional executive authorities
are taking some steps to support ship repair in the Russian Federation, but these support measures are not compre-
hensive and do not bring the necessary results. The authors emphasize that in order to effectively support and develop
commercial ship repair in the Russian Federation, a set of support measures is needed, which lies in the plane of ad-
ministrative and legislative regulation, financial instruments, which is part of the industrial policy of the Russian Federa-
tion. Stable operation of ship repair facilities in the seaports of the Western Arctic is of great importance for the devel-
opment of the Northern Sea Route.

Abstract: The article is devoted to the analysis of the innovation potential of the Volga Federal District regions based on
the dynamics of key indicators for 2013-2022. The main focus is on the analysis of key indicators such as the share of
innovative products, employment in scientific research, R&D costs, depreciation of fixed assets and other factors. The
results of the study revealed significant differences between the regions: the Republic of Tatarstan and the Nizhny
Novgorod Region demonstrate high rates of innovation activity, while the Saratov, Kirov and Penza regions have rela-
tively low rates. Correlation analysis confirmed a direct link between R&D financing, the level of labor capital, consumer
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demand, and the share of innovative goods. Based on the data obtained, it can be concluded that it is necessary to
develop differentiated development strategies for each region in order to reduce gaps and ensure balanced growth of
the innovation potential of the Volga Federal District.
