Abstract: Having a common border of more than 4,000 kilometers, Russia and China directly touch each other with
peripheral, relatively underdeveloped territories, which objectively complicates the development and deepening of bi-
lateral relations. For a number of years, the leadership of both countries has been making efforts aimed at bringing the
Russian Far East and Northeast China onto a path of dynamic and sustainable development. However, the steps taken
on both sides of the border have not yet achieved the expected results. An important task in this regard is both a com-
prehensive understanding of the content and results of the steps the Russian government is taking to ensure the rise
and accelerated development of the Far East, as well as an analysis of the approaches and strategies of the Chinese
leadership aimed at reviving the problematic North-East. Generalization of diverse experience can provide the basis not
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only for a deeper theoretical understanding of the problems of managing peripheral territories, but also for practical
adjustment of national development programs for the Russian Far East and the Chinese Northeast, including through
their mutual adaptation and coordination. This article, based on an analysis of the main official documents, examines
the results of twenty years of implementation of the strategy for the revival of the Chinese Northeast and some conclu-
sions that can be drawn from this experience.
