Abstract: The role of customs policy in ensuring the economic security of the state is to ensure the regulation of inter-
national trade exchange, timely and complete replenishment of the federal budget, and contributes to the suppression
of illegal import and export of goods. The purpose of the study is to develop directions for improving customs policy
instruments to ensure the economic security of the state based on the analysis of existing customs policy measures.
Currently, the following customs policy measures are actively applied: temporary establishment of the rate of import
customs duty in the amount of 0 (zero)% of the customs value for certain categories of goods; inclusion of trademarks
in the list of goods for which parallel imports are applied; temporary ban on the export of goods. Based on the analysis
of customs policy instruments, problematic issues have been identified in terms of customs regulation, the unreliability
of the classification of the HS code, the import of inappropriate goods in conditions of parallel import, and the import of
counterfeit goods. Recommendations for the regulation of identified problematic situations are proposed. The recom-
mended measures are illustrated by concrete examples from the point of view of data analysis and forecasting changes
in indicators under the influence of the proposed measures. The forecasts are made in three versions - the traditional
one based on trend analysis, as well as a forecast with a high probability of a favorable impact of measures and with a
low probability of favorable consequences of recommended measures. Based on the results of the proposed recom-
mendations and formed forecasts, the actual data on the administered revenues of the customs service, the forecast
task for 2023 and the forecast for the period 2024-2026 were considered. The calculation results indicate that the de-
veloped recommendations will allow maintaining the necessary level of administration by customs authorities of reve-
nues to the federal budget, as well as create prerequisites for additional protection of domestic producers in the context
of import substitution.
