Studied the following dose of the
sugar beet pulp and defecate: pulp, S0 t/g; pulp and 100 t/ha; sugar beet pulp 150 t/ha; sugar beet pulp 200 t/ha;

Therefore, the calculations showed that the maximum level of profitability recorded in the control variant, without the
use of sugar beet pulp and defecate and was 43.7 % and in the 2nd variant with the dose of 50 t/ha of pulp, which is
40.7% of which is associated with minimal costs in production. Despite the fact that in the 7th and 8th embodiments,
the vield is higher than other options, for account of the costs inciuded in production costs, the profitability level 7
version of the application dose of 150 t/ha of sugar beet pulp + 10 t/ha of lime equal to 33.1 % and a yield of 3.47
t/ha, 8 variant with the dose of 150 t/ha of sugar beet pulp + 15 t/ha of lime equal to 32.5 %, and a yield of 3.54
t/ha, which is 1.3 times lower than the profitability of the controf group, but 1.4 times more than its yield.

In 6 embodiment, the level of profitability with the application dose of 150 t/ha of sugar beet pulp and 5 t/ha of lime
was equal to 0.7 %, that is, production costs have covered aill the income. 3 through 5 options profitability goes
negative, thereby decreasing simuitaneously with increasing doses of inclusion of sugar beet pulp. Thus in option 3 the
level of profitability with the application dose of 100 t/ha of bagasse is equal to -10,9 %, in 4 variant with the dose of
150 t/ha of bagasse -16,8 %, and 5 version of the application dose of 200 t/ha of bagasse profitability equal -34,6 %.
Based on some indicators it is established that with increasing doses of inclusion of sugar beet, pulp increases
production costs, transport costs and to make pulp, the yield decreases, which is economically disadvantageous. The
worst performance observed in these variants, show undue introduction of large doses of sugar beet pulp, as
evidenced by the lowest productivity and negative profitability.

Nevertheless, joint use of sugar beet pulp and defecate positive impact on the main indicators of the yield structure
and, therefore, all the parameters influencing the level of profitability in General. Taking into account the results of the
study, it can be concluded that the optimum level of inclusion of sugar beet pulp and defecate marked 7 version of the
application dose of 150 t/ha of sugar beet pulp + 10 t/ha of lime, yield of 3.47 t/ha and the level of profitability of
33.1 %.

A sharp reduction in acreage, a huge percentage of wear of machine and vehicle fleets, farm
equipment, and the overail economic situation in the country is not allowed to talk about the revival of the historic
Smolensk industry and flax cultivation. In 2001, the turning point in the whole field of flax production in the region, is
implementing a large investment project on processing flax, in conseguence of which the level of acreage begins to
grow. But investments were directed only to the increase in acreage, without regard to the modernization and
purchase of new equipment, which ultimately led to an even greater decline of the entire industry. And only in the
2011-2013 period, with the development in the Smolensk region the regional program for development of flax
complex situation in the industry has stabilized, there was an increase in acreage, the flax became again attractive for
investors. At the moment, the program of state support to companies for the production and processing of flax
successfully operating in the region, allowing to achieve a positive level of profitability. The study was performed in
comparison with the related field of grain complex. Analysis of total revenue from realization of production of flax and
grain allowed to identify as the undisputed leader of crop production - linseed area.

The article analyzes the efficiency and costs of production of flax in the Smolensk region, as well as the main
prerequisites for the establishment «=the Smolensk flax cluster» in 2012. Economic indicators of the regional program
of development of flax complex testimony to the timely establishment flax cluster and the importance of support of
this sector by the state.

Abstract: Analysis of the balance and consumption of vegetables and vegetables in the aggregate market of the Perm
Krai for the period 2000-2015. Showed that the consumption of vegetables in the province is fully provided with the
necessary resources. The carrying stocks of vegetables for the analyzed period fluctuate in the range of 180-300
thousand tons, the production was from 190 to 240 thousand tons. Import, including imports, increased from 30.2 to
113.3 thousand tons, but at the same time volumes of export from the region increased. The main negative trend is a
reduction in the volume of vegetable production in the region by one third. Vegetable potato subcomplex of the agro-
industrial complex of Permsky Krai could not take advantage of the favorable external economic situation caused by
Russian food antisanctions. Moreover, the main negative trend was a reduction in the volume of vegetable production
in the region by one third. During the period under review, the structure of production by producers’ categories has
changed. The share of small producers increased by 4.4 percentage points in total production, while agricultural
enterprises reduced their share in gross vegetable yield by 4.2%. At the same time, the share of personal subsidiary
farms of the popuiation did not change significantly during this period, although it was subject to certain fluctuations.
In absolute values decreases the marketability deals of vegetable products in agricultural enterprises. The decline in
sales in this category vegetable producers amounted to 9.1 thousand tons. Also unstable supply to the market of
vegetables from smailholders, but small semi-subsistence family farms steadily increasing sales. Based on this analysis
it is proposed to continue the trend in support of a highly effective small business, increase marketability smaliholders.
However, the basis of regulation should be systemic measures to support large and medium-sized farms that are
substantiated in the article by failure to comply with the indicators of the program in terms of vegetable growing, and
a paltry share of budget support to the sector in the total volume of financing of agriculture.
