Abstract: The main purpose of the article is to model agricultural production in the Saratov region using the Cobb-
Douglas production function and further predict production depending on the forecast scenarios of the model factors.
Data on labor productivity and capital returns of fixed production assets of agricultural organizations in the Saratov
region from 2017 to 2022 are used as model factors. The time series of production factors were tested for normality
using the Shapiro-Wilk and Kolmogorov-Smirnov tests, as well as for stationarity using the KPSS test. To make fore-
casts, an authors software product was developed in Python using the NumPy, Pandas, Matplotlib, and Statsmodels
libraries, which made it possible to make three predictive scenarios of production factors using the linear regression
model, ARIMA, and the Holt-Winters model for agricultural production in the Saratov region until 2030.

Abstract: The issues of planning the production of a mining company to create ore reserves are considered. This takes
into account such factors as the sequence of extraction of blocks, the content of metal and pollutants in the ore. A pro-
duction planning model for a mining company with the possibility of creating ore reserves is proposed. The ore ware-
house can be used to store ore with a low metal content for future processing, to store mined ore until processing fa-
cilities are available, to mix ore from different blocks to ensure the specified levels of metal and pollutants. The objec-
tive function is the discounted amount of revenues from blocks sent for processing from a mine or warehouse, from
which the amount of processing, mining and transshipment costs is deducted. It is assumed that the cost of mining
does not depend on the point to which the block is sent. The revenues and costs associated with extracting each block
may be block-specific. The revenues and costs associated with ore received from the warehouse should be averaged
across all blocks under consideration. It is shown that ore blending in a warehouse based on metal and pollutant con-
tent in the ore can lead to higher values of net present value.
