Modern methods of remote sensing of the Earth make it possible to obtain up-to-date
data on the state of land resources, which is especially important for rural areas. High-resolution space images provide
the opportunity for a detailed analysis of land use structure, detection of changes in the boundaries of agricultural land,
as well as assessment of the state of soils and vegetation, water resources and infrastructure, which contributes to
informed decision-making in agriculture, ecology and urban planning. Thanks to automated data processing, specialists
can quickly identify problems such as land degradation or unauthorized use of territories, and respond to them in a
timely manner. Geographic information systems (GIS) play a key role in data processing and visualization, allowing
information from various sources to be integrated and multilayer maps to be created. Thus, space surveys and geoin-
formation technologies are becoming important tools of modern land policy, opening up new opportunities for sustaina-
ble and harmonious development of territories.
