Abstract: The article describes the specifics of the work of state and municipal employees, provides the main differ-
ences between the state and municipal service and presents statistical data on the decrease in the number of employ-
ees of the state civil and municipal service in the Republic of Tatarstan. The results of a sociological survey among mu-
nicipal employees of the Rybno-Slobodsky and Cheremshansky municipal districts of the Republic of Tatarstan are ana-
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lyzed. The authors provided the age structure of the municipal service in the Republic of Tatarstan and concluded that
there is a shortage of young qualified personnel in the municipal service. They identified the main problems of the state
and municipal service, which include a shortage of highly qualified personnel, a low level of their motivation and high
turnover in the municipal service. Based on the listed problems, the authors developed a model for increasing the effi-
ciency of the state and municipal service in the Republic of Tatarstan, which includes several stages: training, intern-
ship, provision of social guarantees and improvement of housing conditions. According to the authors, the proposed
model can be implemented in the form of an electronic service on the Portal of state and municipal services of the Re-
public of Tatarstan. The target audience of the service should be not only current state and municipal employees, but
also candidates for service. The model developed on the Portal can become an effective mechanism for increasing the
efficiency of functioning of state and municipal authorities in the republic.

Abstract: The article is devoted to the study of Text Mining methods for analyzing movie reviews using the Python pro-
gramming language. The purpose of the research is to automate the processes of determining the tonality and general
perception of movie reviews through the intelligent analysis of texts and the use of Python. Based on the IMDB dataset
containing 50,000 reviews, an analysis of the tonality of the text, visualization of keywords, and identification of the
general mood of the audience for the films watched were carried out. Python used the TextBlob and vaderSentiment
libraries. The research problem is to develop an effective method for analyzing the tone of movie reviews using Text
Mining tools. The main tasks include determining the emotional coloring of reviews, as well as identifying keywords that
influence the formation of positive or negative perceptions. The use of different libraries is due to the possibility of us-
ing different methods and approaches to determine the tonality of the text. The results of the study led to a conclusion
about the effectiveness of text mining in highlighting general emotional perception and identifying key factors influenc-
ing user impressions of movies viewed.

Abstract: The world is experiencing significant changes in the sphere of international trade in services. One of the key
factors contributing to this process is digitalization, which has been a catalyst for the growth of international trade in
services over the past decade. This article examines the impact of digitalization on the transformation of international
trade in services. The purpose of the study is to analyze changes and structural shifts in international trade in services
under the influence of digitalization, as well as to assess its impact on the ways in which services are supplied. The
research used general scientific methods such as observation, comparison, retrospective analysis, synthesis, dynamic
series analysis, structural shift methods and graphical data representation methods. The information basis of the study
was statistical data from the World Trade Organization (WTO) on trade in services, as well as information from the Cen-
tral Bank of the Russian Federation and other sources. The main results of the study include analyzing the dynamics
and identifying changes in international trade in services in the context of digitalization. It was noted that the dynamic
development of international trade in the last decade, with the exception of 2020, is associated with digitalization and
improvement of the accounting system for services by delivery methods. The digitalization of international trade in ser-
vices has made it possible to connect services that were previously classified as "non-tradable" or were poorly involved
in trade turnover to international exchange. Changes in the dynamics of individual service industries were identified,
and the involvement of countries, including Russia, in the supply of services in digital format was determined. The
study showed that digitalization will determine the development trends and structural changes in trade in services in
the future.
