Abstract: The subject of the study is the natural trends of forest formation processes in plantings with a predominance
of pine and birch in the context of forest types using the example of poorly disturbed forests of taiga zone of Irkutsk
region.

Abstract: The article examines the problem of developing an integrated waste management system in the Republic of
Mordovia, with a particular focus on the implementation of separate waste collection and MSW recycling. The research
is relevant due to the need to improve waste management efficiency in the region and achieve the target indicators of
the national project “Ecology”. The study aims to analyze the effectiveness of measures implemented to organize sepa-
rate waste collection and recycling of municipal solid waste in the Republic of Mordovia. The methodological framework
of the research includes a systematic approach, statistical analysis, comparative analysis methods, and expert assess-
ment. The research analyzed current waste management indicators, identified key problems in organizing separate
waste collection, and assessed the effectiveness of the existing infrastructure. It was established that the introduction
of separate waste collection allowed increasing the share of recycled waste from 0.5% to 81.9% (forecast by 2025).
The main problem identified is the low involvement of the rural population in the separate waste collection system (less
than 15% of participants). The scientific novelty of the research lies in the development of an integrated waste man-
agement model adapted to the regional conditions, including digital monitoring tools and a population incentive system.
The practical significance of the work consists in the formation of recommendations for optimizing tariff policy and de-
veloping local recycling infrastructure. The research findings can be used in the development of regional waste man-
agement programs, improvement of the regulatory framework, and modernization of the waste management system in
the constituent entities of the Russian Federation.
